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CLAIMING YOUR PRIZE

Lottery prizes under $1,000 can be claimed in four ways: at retail, at select OLG Slots and Casinos, at the OLG Prize Centre in
Toronto or by mail. All retailers can pay prizes of up to $300, and some can pay prizes of up to $999.99. Most OLG Slots and
Casinos can pay prizes of up to $999.99 in cash. Lottery prizes of $1,000 to under $10,000 can be claimed in three ways: at
select OLG Slots and Casinos, at the OLG Prize Centre in Toronto or by mail. Winning tickets brought to an OLG Slots or Casino
location will be couriered to the OLG Prize Centre in Toronto on your behalf for processing. The Prize Centre will mail your
cheque to your home address. Lottery prizes of $10,000 to $250,000 can be claimed in two ways: at select OLG Slots and
Casinos or at the OLG Prize Centre in Toronto. Winning tickets brought to an OLG Slots or Casino location will be couriered to
the OLG Prize Centre in Toronto on your behalf for processing. The Prize Centre will mail your cheque back to the OLG Slots or
Casino facility for pickup. Lottery prizes of more than $250,000 can be claimed only at the OLG Prize Centre in Toronto.

Mail your winning ticket to: OLG Mail-in Prize Centre, P.O. Box 130, 31 Adelaide Street East, Toronto, ON M5C 2J1. Include a
legible photocopy of a birth certificate or one piece of valid government-issued photo ID with birth date. All risks of sending tickets
remain with the sender.

All lottery tickets must be signed before they can be checked by a retailer. For added protection, sign your ticket as
soon as you purchase it, fully complete the back of the ticket, and keep a photocopy of the ticket front and back.

Birth certificate or one piece of valid government-issued photo ID with birth date is required for all prize claims. For prizes of
$10,000 and over, bring a second piece of valid ID.
